Cartridge paper is ok. Heavier paper would be better  300 - 600gsm A4 to A3 size. Water-colour paper with a bit of texture is good for painting water.

· Paints
Acrylic

(melamine/plastic/wood – you can improvise with a sheet of white laminated paper taped to a piece of board or use a white plate)

Optional:-

· Palette knives
A small (3cm approx) and a medium one (6cm approx)

· Water atomiser

To fit paper size (suggest around 54cm x 38 cm for practicality – foam board makes a nice light one)
