Materials list for Hilary Thorpe’s workshop – beginners weekend 26th/27th Feb

If you don’t have any equipment, don’t panic, you don’t need to go out and buy it. I can supply anything you need and just charge for what you use (approx £5 max for the week end). Probably best to buy after the course if you want to. You may have some things so have a look at the basic materials list. You are welcome to bring any of the optional materials if you have them as well.

Basic Materials :-

· Drawing Pencils/rubber

· Paint Brushes
A small selection of sizes (2 – 3 brushes)

· Paper towel


· Paper
Cartridge paper is ok. Heavier paper would be better  300 - 600gsm A4 to A3 size 

· Paints
Acrylic or other water based paints

· Water pot

· Palette 
(melamine/plastic/wood – you can improvise with a sheet of white laminated paper taped to a piece of board or use a white plate)

Optional:-

· Palette knives
A small (3cm approx) and a medium one (6cm approx)

· Water atomiser


· Scrap paper

· Masking tape

· Drawing board
To fit paper size (suggest around 54cm x 38 cm for practicality – foam board makes a nice light one)

· Easel
